Profile of participants

Professional background:

Teachers of German / French as a foreign / second language, German / French language teacher educators and trainers, subject teachers, language education policy experts, as well as curriculum planning experts with a good to excellent command (B1-C1) of German and/or French.

Experience, competences required:

Acquaintance with foreign language acquisition / education, content based foreign language teaching, principles of CLIL approach / subject teaching through other languages than the L1 of the learners, multiplier position / network function in the home country / region.

Expected involvement/tasks before, during and after the event:

Before the workshop: Overview of the state-of-the-art and development potential of CLIL education in the home country, knowledge of the background, the aims and the foreseen project products of the CLIL-LOTE-project(s) (details under http://clil-lote-start.ecml.at and http://clil-lote-go.ecml.at).

During the workshop: Active participation in the event in both plenary and group working phases, e.g. providing experts’ comments and statements on the envisaged project products, carrying out small scale translation tasks (e.g. summaries of the texts in the brochure, the web portal and the teacher training manual) into the language(s) of the countries represented, drafting of a plan for implementation and dissemination of project products.

After the workshop: Report of implementation and dissemination of the project products in the home countries with recommendations and comments for future action from the audiences / target groups addressed, as well as an overall assessment of the actions taken together with suggestions and input for further developments.

Specific language requirements in working groups:

Please note that during the group work phases the CLIL-LOTE-START working group will be working in German and the CLIL-LOTE-GO working group in French and partially also in German.  Ideally (but not necessarily), the nominated participants could take part in both of the group work activities.

Working group CLIL-LOTE-START – working language: German

Participants of this working group will be working on (i.e. proof reading, revising, translating) the contents of the brochure and the website to be produced.  The products (i.e. the info brochure, as well as the web-portal) will be addressed to both (language) education experts, educational stakeholders, as well as to a wider public.  Participants will have their say on the structures and design of the products accordingly.

Working group CLIL-LOTE-GO – main working language: French

Participants of this working group will be working on the methodology aspect of the CLIL concept for a professional target audience (teachers, students, etc.).
Simultaneous interpretation between French and German will be provided in plenary sessions only.
