· 160€ for participants arranging accommodation on their own.

The seminar fee includes costs of 3 nights (if applicable), lunches, dinners and coffees during the seminar and a social programme.

We would like to have a good European balance of participants in the seminar, thus we hope that there will be participants interested in the topic of the seminar from your country. If a representative(s) of your National Agency would like to be a participant of the seminar we would be delighted.
