to take the airport express train from Oslo airport to Asker. Just be careful to step on the right
train. Only every other train goes as far as Asker, the remaining 50 % stops in Oslo. But don'’t
worry — a train to Asker departs every 20 minutes. The ticket

is 200 NOK. Make sure you buy a ticket from the machines or

swipe your card in the turnstiles before boarding the train. _
