They long for confirmed traditions. Especially because anonymity in towns and boroughs is increasing and the traditional body of thought is hardly conveyed nowadays in many families, the desire for rituals strengthening the community feeling and the own identity is growing.
This is evidenced by the fact that children and adolescents find their way to culturally coined associations. This is also the case with the carnival and the Mardi Gras. This tradition is often strongly anchored in the general cultural life of boroughs and towns. Where does this tradition come from? Which significance do usage and customs related to carnival in the general context? Which usage and customs can be linked? What is different with my partners? Many questions indeed … The new partnership can give answers, initiate thinking processes and show new ways, discover and increase mobility, inspire self-discovering and searching learning, … and …
