Have C1 receptive competence in English or International Sign (the working languages of this project) and B1/B2 productive competence in either of these languages. Be comfortable working in environments that reflect Deaf cultural norms.
Expected involvement/tasks before, during and after the event

Familiarise yourself with the Common European Framework of Reference of Languages (CEFR) documentation (Council of Europe 2001) and with documents provided in English/International Sign relating to the CEFR and signed languages in advance of workshop.
